You can register your meet through either web-site.  If you do not register your meet I CANNOT accept the results for the rankings.  Results need to be submitted by 4:00 p.m. on the Monday following the meet.  I know that once the season starts we are all very curious about the standings.  Everyone getting results submitted in a timely fashion will be of great benefit to this end.  For this year DUAL meets will be allowed.

The last qualifying date will be Saturday, February 20th . 

  All judges MUST be certified for a last qualifying meet.  All results from the last qualifying date must be submitted to me no later than midnight, February 20th.  Any results sent after the midnight deadline will not be accepted.  Weight class declarations must be made by 4:00 p.m. on Monday, February 22nd.  If I do not hear from you and you have a lifter who is in the top 12 in two weight classes she will be placed in the heavier weight class.  Once this is done, it cannot be reversed. 

  Regional Meet:  The Regional meets will be held in Bay City.  The Division 2 meet will be held on Thursday, March 4th.  The Division 3 meet will be held on Saturday, March 6th.  Entry fee will be $35.00 per lifter.  I will send out more specifics at a later date.  

The state meet will be in Corpus Christi at the American Bank Center this year.  If for some resaon we cannot lift in Corpus, we have back –up venues in Waco and Allen. The State Meet will be different this year.  We will have  Large School and Small School divisions in 4A and 5A.  This will only impact the State meet, not the Regional meet.  The Regional Meet will be normal, then at the finish the top two large 4a school lifters and top 2 small school 4A lifters will advance to state.  The same will be true for 5A schools.
Also, to help spread out the lifters at State we will have a 3 day meet with 2 sessions each day.  The dates will be March 18th, 19th, and 20th.

4A Small School @2:00 p.m.

Day 3: 5A Large School@8:00 a.m.

We will be using the PowerScore system for the rankings again this year.  This is the same system that the boys use.  This is a free down load and is a very easy system to use at the meets.  All meets must use this and send it to me in this format.  Results sent to me in any other format WILL NOT be included in the rankings.  This is the only way to keep it consistent across all regions.  
Rule Changes/Clarifications:
-Invitational meets will be a maximum of 8 schools.

-Masks should be worn during meets, except when performing a lift. Can result in a DQ if not worn.

-There will be a process to petition to move Regions for travel purposes.  Must be a t least a 3 hour difference in travel.  Will be a link on the web-site to apply.  Must be submitted by 1/07/21.  Considered on a case by case basis.

-We will not eliminate the State Qualifying totals.

The updated rule book will be posted soon.  Please take time to look it over and let me know if you have any questions about the rules.

Well, that is all I can think of for now.  If I can be of help to anyone, please let me know and I will do the best I can to help you out. If anyone has a question I did not address please let me know because I am sure others have the same question.  I wish everyone the best of luck this year and hope everyone has a great season.
